But 

they could also include those people who aren’t often heard by those in power: the poor, homeless, members of 

minority communities, young people, etc. Write down what you hear and bring these responses with you to the 

retreat. Use the questions below in your interviews: 

 
a. What do you see happening in our city or your neighborhood that you think might be breaking God’s heart?
